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INTRODUCTION A preliminary analysis of the historic preservation concerns for the existing Pā‘ia Bypass/Relief Route Alternatives (n=15) was undertaken to understand the potential archaeological and cultural constraints and/or concerns for each alternative. The following resources were used for the purpose of t s anhi alysis: 
 1. Previous archaeological studies conducted within the area covered by all 15 alternatives; 
 cture, operations, and 2. Historic maps showing the locations of plantation infrastru
 nd living areas; 3. The draft SHPD GIS database – last updated Dec. 9, 2004; a4. The draft SHPD Site database – last updated Dec. 9, 2004. It should be noted that this preliminary analysis is purely academic as the data has not been field verified for locational accuracy. In order to give a conservative and realistic account of potential concerns, the evaluation of historic preservation constraints were based on a 400 ft. wide buffer for each line that represented a proposed alignment.  Each of the 15 proposed alternatives were weighed against six criteria, defined below, in order to approach an overall historic preservation constraint rating and assign a rating value that scaled from minor constraints to major constraints. The analysis results discussed herein show that five of the proposed alignments were identified as having major potential constraints while only two proposed alignments were identified as having minor potential constraints. The eight remaining alignments fall between the two. 

CRITERIA DEFINITIONS 
Number of Previously Identified Historic Properties: Historic properties, both Pre-Contact and Historic Era, that have been identified and recorded during previous archaeological assessments and inventory surveys.   



Potential for Surface Pre-Contact Historic Properties: Evaluation of the potential for encountering significant traditional Hawaiian historic properties within a proposed corridor on a scale from Low to High. The following are the factors that were taken into consideration: 

 
Potential for Extant Historic Architecture: Potentially significant historic era features were identified by researching historic plantation maps, remnants of which may or may not exist today. Evaluation of the potential for encountering significant intact or remnant Plantation or Historic Era historic properties within a proposed corridor on a scale from Low to High. These types of sites generally fall under the purview of the Historic Architecture Branch of the State Historic Preservation Division. The following lists the factors that were taken into consideration:

HABS/HAER Constraints: Evaluation of the potential for having to undertake a Historic American Buildings Survey/Historic American Engineering Record study on multiple structures. Depending on the level of HABS/HAER recordation, these studies may require the added expertise of a historic architect. Constraint rating follows the “Potential for Extant Historic Architecture.”
